The approximate picture of the situation and trends in population changes in African 
countries allowed to make a typology according to population ageing and to determine pro-
jection in this regard.

Natural increase and the level 
of migration still will be simulate the demographic picture of countries, which in feedback 
will have an impact on demographic structure and population ageing as unless unforeseen 
circumstances with political character will not occur.
