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of definitions of approach to the subject, both in Poland and in the world. It emphasizes the 
characteristics of the formula, taking into account such qualities and shortcomings, as well 
as prospects for its use. It discusses the extensive use of formulas in Poland and refers to 
a legislative base. Thematic axis of the base work is the use of PPP in Spain, in particular, in 
the autonomous metropolitan Madrid for example investment infrastructure in the field of 
health care. It emphasizes the leading role of Spain in the use of PPPs, especially autonomous 
metropolitan Madrid, who leads in the area of implementation of the infrastructure in the 
field of health care. An important element is the self-developed questionnaire to audit the 
knowledge about the issue of PPPs in Poland and discussion of the results.
